The project is funded by The San Diego 
Foundation!s After the Fires Fund and is led by 
local wildfire experts. 
 Recent research indicates that we can 
reduce loss of lives, property, and resources during 
wild land fires. To educate residents on the 
necessary steps to reduce fire risk, a new program 
is taking this challenge at no charge to residents of 
Rancho Bernardo, Poway, and Rancho Santa Fe. 
 With this new system, homeowners learn 
exactly how and why a home could burn in a 
wildfire, how to make an individualized assessment 
of their property and create a customized action 
plan, and obtain assistance to guide them through 
the process of mitigating risk.  
 Little things make a difference!  from 
thinning overgrown landscaping to removing 
combustible clutter !  around a home  and have 
proven to save most homes from ignition and 
community disaster. 
 The workshops are based on scientific 
principles, class dialogue, and activities that are
