Here Are a Few Accomplishments For 2008-2009

A new budget was approved with only a .6% increaseand no new dues increase. Reserves are
currently funded at approximately 117%.

Assisted 12 homeowners in completing the rebuilding of their homes. Two lots are still vacant. One
home went into foreclosure, but is currently in escrow.

Re-landscaped 11 front yards and adjacent areas. Reaining yards will be completed as homes are
finished. Poured 11 new driveways, with three remaning.

Re-landscaped the Bellechase/Tretagnier slope damaged in the fires.

Replaced 36 pepper trees plus shrubs on the west sie of Escala.

Continued the master plan for slope tree trimming. Thinned 13 pines on Chretien Court.

Approved Smart Controllers with rebate dollars from the water district with no cost to the HOA. This
will monitor weather conditions and watering needs with a savings of 10-20% in water usage.
Painted many wall areas, pedestal boxes, stamped cacrete areas of driveways, and electrical plates.
Repaired, painted, or replaced several back flow vadves.

Please note that the next application of pre-emerge nt chemicals for lawns will take place in May.

Who is ARC ?

The Architectural Review Committee (ARC) is a standng committee of the Eastview Community

Center.

It is made up of representatives from all three homeowner associations in Eastview
ARC makes all its decisions based on the aestheticef the area and all decisions are communicated

in writing 2-4 days after the meeting.

ARC applications are available at the Eastview Community Center office or online ateastviewrb.com
ARC meets the second Tuesday of each month, usuallgat 5 p.m.

When to fill out an ARC form

The CC&Rs require that you submit an ARC application for the approval of any plan for

improvement to the exterior of your home.

The application must be submitted and the ARC decison given before the work is started.
Improvements include: re-painting home; new roofs, windows, doors, patio covers, gates, fencing,
walkways; also satellite dishes and solar panels ad complete re-landscaping of exclusive-use

area.

Resident placement of anything in the Common Areasrequires approval of ARC and the HOA

Board.

When not to fill out an ARC form

Touchup painting with same color paint.
Re-varnishing front doors.

Installing locks on front gates.

Repainting black wrought iron fencing with black paint.

Replacing individual plants or trees in exclusive-use area.

MATTERS

Ites coming. Water rationing that is. Ites never too
early to start thinking of ways to conserve water
in the garden. Here are 10 water-saving tips,
courtesy of The Metropolitan Water District of
Southern California:

1. Cut summer watering to 2 or 3 days per week
on grass areas and 1 to 2 days per week for
plants.

2. Inwinter, irrigate, only if needed, to maintain
some moisture in the soil.

3. Before watering, check soil moisture using
your finger or shovel. Wait until the soil is dry
1 or 2 inches deep to water.

4. Use the landscape calculator at http://
apps.sandiego.gov/landcalc for advice on how
much and how often to water.

5. Water only before 6 a.m. and after 8 p.m. to
reduce water loss due to evaporation and
wind.

6. Fix leaking sprinklers, valves, and pipes. A
broken spray sprinkler wastes 10 gallons per
minute or 100 gallons in a typical 10-minute
watering cycle.

7. Place a 2! to 3-inch layer of mulch on bare
spots to reduce water evaporation, improve
the soil, and control weeds.

8. Replace lawn areas with California-friendly
ground-covers, trees, and shrubs whenever
possible

9. Check with your water agency for rebates on
weather-based irrigation clocks and free
landscape surveys.

10. Attend classes on water-smart landscaping.
